Have you been to Kiva much past sunset? If so, you know how dark it can get. If not,
take my word for it, it gets dark. Thi D

or 9:00pm, whichever occurs first. But with the intent of extending the hours, member
safety becomes more of a concern. While the boat ramp is reasonably well-lit, the rest

of the facility is not. And since there is nothing to restrict activity to the ramp, the safety of
someone visiting other parts of the area must be considered.

In order to get a professional, unbiased assessment of the area after dark, we solicited the help of
our insurance agent, Dave Giddings, of Omega Pacific Insurance Solutions. Dave has experience
as an independent adjuster, and has taught courses in loss management, claims investigation, and
loss control management. Needless to say, he is expertly qualified to assess the risks at Kiva.
Dave met with the Board and Maintenance Supervisor, Alfred Montoya, at Kiva at 5:30pm on March
10, 2011 to examine the facility and assess any risks that became apparent as it got dark.
Approximately 2-1/2 hours were spent walking and assessing the area, while Dave pointed out
potential hazards that were clearly visible in the daylight, but could not be seen
after dark. Most of the hazards are easily remedied with the installation of a few
guardrails and some additional lighting.

In a 4-page report submitted to the Association, Dave outlined the steps that
should be taken to make the facility safe for use after dark. His recommendation
is to restrict Kiva to daytime-use until these areas of concern are dealt with.
