The repair of the parking lot in front of Black Creek Center is moving along nicely, and should be complete 

before our Fourth of July celebration.  Over the years, the gradual erosion of the bank leading down to the 

grassy area has undermined the asphalt parking surface.  And climbing down from the parking surface to the 

grass has been hazardous, at best.  This necessitated a different approach to prevent future erosion. 

 

A retaining wall is being constructed at the base of the slope, and will be backfilled to provide the parking 

surface.  Lighted steps will be incorporated into the wall near the entrance to the Center to provide safe access 

down from the parking area.  Once the wall is constructed, a low chain link fence will added on top for safety.  

The fence will span the length of the wall and around the opening for the steps.  The concrete parking stops will 

be relocated to provide a walking path between the fence and parked vehicles.  In addition, the repair will fix a 

couple of other spots where the asphalt has deteriorated.

UPDATE FROM THE TRI-DAM PROJECT 
 

This is the first in a series of Tri-Dam at Tulloch newsletter updates.  Itôs 

May and almost time for the summer recreational season to begin.   The 

reservoir will be at full volume by the middle of May, and Tri-Dam crews 

are busy to ensure that the reservoir is ready for summer fun.  Buoys will 

be moved back to the proper position, as many drift during the winter 

months, so crews will make sure that they are in proper locations.  This 

season, also, Tri-Dam has commissioned a new buoy map to inform all 

recreationalists of 5 mph zones and other important safety information.  Tri

-Dam is also working to have the buoy map and reservoir rules posted at all 

reservoir launch ramps and an updated flyer for distribution at area marinas 

and by law enforcement.  Once in place, the buoys will be marked by GPS 

position points so that they are easily repositioned if moved for any reason.  

It is the collective goal of Tri-Dam and both Calaveras and Tuolumne law 

enforcement staff that this will promote greater enjoyment and safety on 

the part of both residents and guests.  Tri-Dam would also like to remind 

area residents that reservoir levels, schedule, permitting, shoreline 

management plan and many other important informational items can be 

found on our website at www.tridamproject.com.  Click on the Tulloch tab 

to be directed toward information pertaining to Tulloch.  We also ask local 

residents and guests to work cooperatively toward aquatic weed 

management by ensuring that fertilizer from landscapes is not being 

directed toward the reservoir and that all boats are cleaned, drained and dry 

before launched into the reservoir, especially those that have visited other 

waterways.  This will prevent the introduction and spread of invasive 

aquatic weed species into our waterways.  Watch for additional 

information on aquatic weeds in the next newsletter.  But for now, look for 

the new buoys and signage and ENJOY the summer season.

Recently the committee agreed to plant some trees on the west side of the sand lot for Alfred Montoya. The first 

step was removing a ten by ten concrete pad, which Anne Plummerôs husband, JD, did quite well using his sixty 

pound jackhammer. 

 

Once the concrete was cleared, we marked the holes and rented a mini excavator.  Jeff, a friend of mine, showed up the first day 

and spent the afternoon digging holes in near impenetrable rock. The next day Shari Stromerôs husband dug the rest of the holes 

and pushed big rocks around under the direct supervision of Shari when she and Dianna Lopez werenôt digging holes for the 

Cedar trees Norm had donated. 

 

A few days later the trees we ordered arrived by truck growing in twenty-four inch boxes. With the aid of our tractor, they were 

off loaded. Another helper by the name of John that calls himself ñBlueò helped plant the trees. Currently we are installing a 

bubbler system to water the trees on a timer as well as installing a sprinkler system for a future lawn. 

 

We now have eleven, large healthy tress lining the south side of the sandlot with more to follow.
