It is with regret that I announce the resignation of one of our directors, Bill Cassidy.  Bill 
has served on the Board since 2009 and been a major contributor to several key projects 
including the playground cover, kitchen remodel, and the Kiva boat ramp.  Bill is leaving 
for personal reasons and will be sorely missed. 
 
Replacing Bill is Roger Mowery.  Roger was selected by the Board after much 
consideration and discussion, and looks to be a good fit.  He has lived in Copper Cove for 
a year and a half; and most recently, served on the Kiva Committee.  Roger is military 
veteran, business owner, and published author.  The Board welcomes Roger, and looks 
forward to a productive 2011. 
 
As previously described, 2011 will be a maintenance year in terms of major projects.  In 
addition to our continuing effort to repair the Kiva boat ramp, we have two other repair/
replacement projects that require attention in the next several months.  We need to 
replace one of our lawn-mowing tractors and the metal shed used to house our three 
tractors and their associated implements.  In the case of the tractor, we plan to upgrade 
to a commercial-grade unit that will provide better long-term use.  The replacement shed 
will be slightly larger than the existing building to allow all the tractors to be housed in a 
single location.  This will also free space in the garage allowing more usable work space.  
Additional repair/replacement projects will be addressed as the year progresses; but due 
to budget constraints, little or no new construction will be accomplished.

Road Maintenance 
 
The Rocky Road Community Service District (CSD) and 
Calaveras County Public Works are responsible for 
maintaining the roads in Copper Cove, including the road-
side drainage ditches between the road surface and the 
road-side property line.  If you have a problem or concern 
regarding these ditches, you should contact Rocky Road at 
(209) 785-2405 or Calaveras County at (209) 754-6402. 
 
Before you make the call, be sure of two things: 1) 
Determine if your road is serviced by Rocky Road or the 
County, and 2) Check the property markers to verify the 
ditch is part of the road system and not on a member's 
property.  To find out if your road is serviced by Rocky 
Road, you can check the map on the Documents Page of 
our website (www.ccltoa.org), or contact the office for a 
list of streets they service.  If not serviced by Rocky Road, 
the road is serviced by the County.
