Parking Lot Repair.   The repair of the front parking lot at Black Creek Park has virtually been completed--only 

installation of the lighting for the steps remains. 

 

 

Kiva Boat Ramp Repair.  A project to repair the asphalt section of the Kiva boat ramp has begun.  The repair will 

replace a portion of the cracked and broken asphalt with textured and grooved concrete.  This should improve 

traction on the ramp for all vehicles and reduce the frequent repair and maintenance costs of the asphalt surface.  A 

Request for Quotation (RFQ) has been sent to several local contractors with bids due by 30 Jul 2010. 

The Board is soliciting input regarding the timing of the repair, which may take several days.  Obviously, the 

sooner the project is completed, the sooner we can enjoy the benefits of the new surface.  However, closing the 

boat ramp during the busy summertime may not be the best choice.  If you have an opinion regarding when the 

repair should take place, please notify the office at 785-2688 or ccltoa@caltel.com. 

 

Capital Improvement Projects.  Until the Association receives a substantial amount of unpaid dues and fines (we 

still have nearly $60K in accounts receivable), all capital improvement projects are on hold.  If you fall into that 

category, we urge you to fulfill your obligation so we can continue to improve our Association.
