KIVA COMMITTEE 
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 This notice outlines some of the rights 

and responsibilities of owners of property in 

common interest developments and the 

associations that manage them. Please refer to 

the sections of the Civil Code indicated for 

further information. A portion of the information 

in this notice applies only to liens recorded on or 

after January 1, 2003.  You may wish to consult 

a lawyer if you dispute an assessment. 
 

ASSESSMENTS AND 

FORECLOSURE 
 

 Assessments become delinquent 15 days 

after they are due, unless the governing 

documents provide for a longer time.  The 

failure to pay association assessments may result 

in the loss of an owner's property through 

foreclosure.  Foreclosure may occur either as a 

result of a court action, known as judicial 

foreclosure or without court action, often 

referred to as non-judicial foreclosure. For liens 

recorded on and after January 1, 2006, an 

association may not use judicial or non-judicial 

foreclosure to enforce that lien if the amount of 

the delinquent assessments or dues, exclusive of 

any accelerated assessments, late charges, fees, 

attorney's fees, interest, and costs of collection, 

is less than one thousand eight hundred dollars 

($1,800).  

 For delinquent assessments or dues in 

excess of one thousand eight hundred dollars 

($1,800) or more than 12 months delinquent, an 

association may use judicial or non-judicial 

foreclosure subject to the conditions set forth in 

Section 1367.4 of the Civil Code. When using 

judicial or non-judicial foreclosure, the 

association records a lien on the owner's 

property. The owner's property may be sold to 

satisfy the lien if the amounts secured by the lien 

are not paid. (Sections 1366, 1367.1, and 1367.4 

of the Civil Code) 

 In a judicial or non-judicial foreclosure, 

the association may recover assessments, 

reasonable costs of collection, reasonable 

attorney's fees, late charges, and interest. The 

association may not use non-judicial foreclosure 

to collect fines or penalties, except for costs to 

repair common areas damaged by a member or a 

member's guests, if the governing documents 

provide for this. (Sections 1366 and 1367.1 of the 

Civil Code) 

 The association must comply with the 

requirements of Section 1367.1 of the Civil Code 

when collecting delinquent assessments. If the 

association fails to follow these requirements, it 

may not record a lien on the owner's property 

until it has satisfied those requirements. Any 

additional costs that result from satisfying the 

requirements are the responsibility of the 

association. (Section 1367.1 of the Civil Code) 

 At least 30 days prior to recording a lien 

on an owner's separate interest, the association 

must provide the owner of record with certain 

documents by certified mail, including a 

description of its collection and lien enforcement 

procedures and the method of calculating the 

amount. It must also provide an itemized 

statement of the charges owed by the owner. An 

owner has a right to review the association's 

records to verify the debt. (Section 1367.1 of the 

Civil Code) 

 If a lien is recorded against an owner's 

property in error, the person who recorded the 

lien is required to record a lien release within 21 

days, and to provide an owner certain documents 

in this regard. (Section 1367.1 of the Civil Code) 

 The collection practices of the association 

may be governed by state and federal laws 

regarding fair debt collection. Penalties can be 

imposed for debt collection practices that violate 

these laws.

When an owner makes a payment, he 

or she may request a receipt, and the 

association is required to provide it. 

On the receipt, the association must 

indicate the date of payment and the 

person who received it. The 

association must inform owners of a 

mailing address for overnight 

payments. (Section 1367.1 of the 

Civil Code) 

 An owner may dispute an 

assessment debt by submitting a 

written request for dispute resolution 

to the association as set forth in 

Article 5 (commencing with Section 

1363.810) of Chapter 4 of Title 6 of 

Division 2 of the Civil Code. In 

addition, an association may not 

initiate a foreclosure without 

participating in alternative dispute 

resolution with a neutral third party as 

set forth in Article 2 (commencing 

with Section 1369.510) of Chapter 7 

of Title 6 of Division 2 of the Civil 

Code, if so requested by the owner. 

Binding arbitration shall not be 

available if the association intends to 

initiate a judicial foreclosure. 

 An owner is not liable for 

charges, interest, and costs of 

collection, if it is established that the 

assessment was paid properly on time. 

(Section 1367.1 of the Civil Code). 

MEETINGS AND PAYMENT 

PLANS 
 

 An owner of a separate interest that 

is not a timeshare may request the 

association to consider a payment plan to 

satisfy a delinquent assessment. The 

association must inform owners of the 

standards for payment plans, if any 

exist.  (Section 1367.1 of the Civil Code) 

 The board of directors must meet 

with an owner who makes a proper 

written request for a meeting to discuss a 

payment plan when the owner has 

received a notice of a delinquent 

assessment. These payment plans must 

conform with the payment plan standards 

of the association, if they exist. (Section 

1367.1 of the Civil Code)"

If You Are Planning To Build Anything on Your Lot 
 Plans must be approved by the ACB prior to the start of construction. 

 

 The ACB requires that you submit two complete sets of drawings, including two copies of the plot plan and 

two copies of plans for the septic system, (if applicable).  All plan copies requiring a permit are to have the 
County stamp of approval when submitted to the ACB. Plans must include total square footage. 

 

 One set of ACB- approved plans will be made available to you. 

 As soon as grading on the property has begun, notice of intent must be sent to the association office. This should be a simple 

explanation of your intentions after grading is completed.  
 

 No deviations from the approved plans shall be undertaken without written approval of the ACB. 

 

 Do not store trash or other material cleared from the property, on the lot, on an easement, or on any 

adjacent property after completion of construction. 
 

 Prior written approval must be obtained from the ACB and the County of Calaveras to construct or install on 

your lot any temporary living quarters for use before, during or after construction.   
 

 It is highly recommended that anyone building in Copper Cove ascertain the location of the property pins, 

and any easements for their lot(s).

Resolution 2012-01 
Annual Assessments and Related Fees 

 
!ǘ ǘƘŜ .ƻŀǊŘ ƻŦ 5ƛǊŜŎǘƻǊΩǎ Meeting on November 17, 2011 it is hereby resolved: 

 
1. 2011 Assessments 
The 2010 Annual Assessment shall be $172 per unit. The charge is due on February 28, 2012. 
 
2. Delinquent Account Fees: 
Unpaid assessments shall become delinquent on March 15, 2011. A late fee of $17.20 plus interest at the rate 
of 1% per month shall be added to all delinquent accounts. Accounts that remain uncollected on April 15, 2012 
shall be charged a collection fee of $12.25, and the account shall then be referred to a collection agency. 
 
3. Insufficient Funds Fee: 
There will be a fee of $25 charged for all checks returned unpaid from the bank; this will include the Automatic 
Clearing House or electronic check process. 
  
4. Credit Card & ACH Convenience Fees: 
The Association offers the ability to pay fees with VISA or MASTERCARD, for a charge of 3% per transaction,  
Fees can also be paid by Automatic Clearing House or electronic check, for a charge of $3 per transaction. 
 
5. Title Transfers: 
 A $200 transfer fee, a $75 document & disclosure fee, and a $20 gate opener fee will be charged for any 
changes in ownership of properties within the CCLTOA. No transfer will be completed without a copy of the 
Grant Deed being provided to the Association office. On private sale, the new owner must provide a copy of 
the Grant Deed to the Association office. 
 
6. Gate Openers: 
A fee of $23 will be charged to every gate opener that is distributed to CCLTOA members. There is a maximum 
limit of 2 gate openers per property. 
 
7. Black Creek Center Usage: 
A fee of $100 will be charged to every member and/or individual wishing to use the Black Creek Center at 
Black Creek Park. An additional $25 will be charged for any person(s) who wishes to use the 
stove/oven/griddle cooking facilities at Black Creek Park. 
 
8. Boat Sticker Fees: 
A fee of $5 each will be charged for the first two (2) boat stickers issued to each lot and/or property in the 
Association. A fee of $40 each will be charged for each boat sticker issued in addition to the initial two (2). 
 
9. Boat Launch Fees: 
A fee of $20 will be charged for every water craft vessel, not displaying a current year CCLTOA boat sticker, 
which is launched using the Kiva Boat Launch.  
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ALTERNATIVE DISPUTE RESOLUTION

(ADR) Summary 
 A full description of the ADR procedure is 

described in California Civil Code beginning at 

Section 369.520.  

 Failure of a member of the association to 

comply with the alternative dispute resolution 

requirements of Section 1369.520 of the Civil Code 

may result in the loss of your rights to sue the 

association or another member of the association 

regarding enforcement of the governing documents or 

the applicable law. 
 

Civil Code Section 1369.520 Pre-litigation ADR 

(a) An association or an owner or a member of a 

common interest development may not file an 

enforcement action in the superior court unless the 

parties have endeavored to submit their dispute to 

alternative dispute resolution pursuant to this article. 

(b) This section applies only to an enforcement action 

that is solely for declaratory, injunctive, or writ relief, 

or for that relief in conjunction with a claim for 

monetary damages not in excess of the jurisdictional 

limits stated in Sections 116.220 and 116.221 of the 

Code of Civil Procedure. 

(c) This section does not apply to a small claims 

action. 

(d) Except as otherwise provided by law, this section 

does not apply to an assessment dispute. 
 

Civil Code Section 1369.30 Initiating ADR 

(a) Any party to a dispute may initiate the process 

required by Section 1369.520 by serving on all parties 

to the dispute a Request for Resolution. The Request 

for Resolution shall include the following: 

(1) A brief description of the dispute between the 

parties.    

(2) A request for alternative dispute resolution. 

(3)  A notice that the party receiving the Request for 

Resolution is required to respond within 30 days of 

receipt or the request will be deemed  rejected. 

(4) If the party on whom the request is served is the 

owner of a separate interest , a copy of this article. 

(b) Service of the Request for Resolution shall be by 

personal delivery, first-class mail, express mail, 

facsimile transmission, or other means reasonably 

calculated to provide the party on whom the request is 

being served actual notice of the request. 

(c) A party on whom a Request for resolution is served 

has 30 days following service to accept or reject the 

request. If a party does not accept the request within 

that period, the request is deemed rejected by the party. 

 

Civil Code Section 1369.540 ADR Deadlines 

(a) If the party on whom a Request for Resolution is 

served accepts the request, the parties shall complete 

the alternative dispute resolution within 90 days after 

the party initiating the request receives the acceptance, 

unless this period is extended by written stipulation 

signed by both parties. 

(b) Chapter 2 (commencing with Section 1115) of 

division 9 of the Evidence Code applies to any form of 

alternative dispute resolution initiated by a Request for 

Resolution under this article, other than arbitration. 

(c) The costs of the alternative dispute resolution shall 

be borne by the parties. 
 

INTERNAL DISPUTE RESOLUTION 

 (IDR) Summary 
Civil Code Section 1363.840. Default Internal 

Dispute Resolution Procedure 

(a) This section applies in an association that does not 

otherwise provide a fair, reasonable, and expeditious 

dispute resolution procedure. The procedure provided 

in this section is fair, reasonable, and expeditious, 

within the meaning of this article. 

(b) Either party to a dispute within the scope of this 

article may invoke the following procedure: 

    (1) The party may request the other party to meet 

and confer in an effort to resolve the dispute. The 

request shall be in writing. 

    (2) A member of an association may refuse a request 

to meet and confer. The association may not refuse a 

request to meet and confer. 

    (3) The association’s Board of Directors shall 

designate a member of the board to meet and confer. 

    (4) The parties shall meet promptly at a mutually 

convenient time and place, explain their positions to 

each other, and confer in good faith in an effort to 

resolve the dispute. 

    (5) A resolution of the dispute agreed to by the 

parties shall be memorialized in writing and signed by 

the parties, including the board designee on behalf of 

the association. 

(c) An agreement reached under this section binds the 

parties and is judicially enforceable if both of the 

following conditions are satisfied: 

    (1) The agreement is not in conflict with law or the 

governing documents of the common interest 

development or the association. 

    (2) The agreement is either consistent with the 

authority granted by the board of directors to its 

designee or the agreement is ratified by the board of 

directors. 

(d) A member of the association may not be charged a 

fee to participate in the process.
