MEET THE CANDIDATES!  
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KIVA BOAT RAMP PROJECT  
 
 

 
 

Over the past few months, the Board of Directors has worked on a plan to improve the Kiva boat ramp.  

The intent is two-fold:  1)  Replace the maintenance-intensive asphalt surface, and  

2) extend the base of the ramp to make it more usable during low-water conditions. 

 

To this end, the Board commissioned Tim Riley, an architect-engineer, to design a plan that met these two 

goals.  In addition to the design, preliminary discussions were held with the Army Corp of Engineers and 

Tri-Dam to verify that extending the ramp was even feasible---it is.  Tim has presented his design at 

several Study Sessions and Board Meetings, and we are now at a point where member input is needed 

before proceeding with the project. 

 

Problems With the Existing Ramp: 

Å Asphalt surface that is slippery and requires maintenance every few years. 

Å Steep & Narrow approach. 

Å Apron does not extend into the water during the winter and low lake levels. 

 

Improvements With the New Ramp: 

Å Grooved concrete surface that will be maintenance-free for at least 25 years. 

Å Widened approach & shallower grade. 

Å Extended apron directed away from existing boat docks across the bay. 

Å A wider apron that will allow two boats at the water level---the ramp itself would still only allow one 

boat at a time. 

Å Ramp usable year-round. 

 

The proposed improvements do not come without a cost.  The Board envisions a one-time assessment to 

each property owner in order to fund the renovation.  The current reserve study projects approximately 

$66,000 to be spent on boat ramp maintenance during the next 25 years.  Preliminary cost estimates (not 

bids) for the proposed improvements are between $283,000 and $479,000.  These are likely high because 

they are just rough, un-itemized estimates.  In addition, the $66,000 in the reserves would not be needed 

for ramp maintenance. 

 

Using the above estimates, a one-time assessment of between $140 and $235 would be necessary to fund 

the improvements, assuming all members contributed.  And while this may seem like a lot to some of you, 

you should consider it an investment in the future of Copper Cove.  For whether you use the boat ramp or 

not, the improvements to the ramp will significantly increase the value of the community in general, and 

your property in particular.

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What to Do? & Did You Know? 

Quagga & Zebra Mussels  
 

Quagga and Zebra mussels are become a 
problem to all lakes, but becoming more of 
concern to man-made lakes like Lake Tulloch.  
For reason being, Quagga mussels are water 
filters that remove substantial amounts of 
particles from the water, which in turn decrease 
the food source then causing alterations to the 
food chain.  Quagga and zebra mussels also 
affect boats and other recreational vessels by 
clogging water intake and  have potential to 
attach themselves to the propeller and other 
areas, both inside and outside of the vessels 
engine.  Lastly, Quagga and Zebra mussels can 
settle in colonies big enough to block water 
intake and can affect dams on man-made lakes 
negatively, such like our dam, here on Lake 
Tulloch.  Below is a  map indicating Quagga & 
Zebra Mussels for in the Western United States 
from 2007 -2010.
