Though not many are seen here in our Area, they too are homeowners just

like you and I, they may not be as friendly as some of our other neighbors, so caution

should always be taken in their more active months. So, CCLTOA has provided a list

of a few safety tips to help keep you, your family and even your four legged friends

safe.

Below is a List of Safety Tips to Remember while out and About:

I Keep pets secure. Roaming pets are easy prey for cougars. If possible, it is best to keep all you
smaller family pets inside at night.

I Landscape for safety. Remove vegetation that provides cover for cougars. Remove plants that
attract wildlife (deer, raccoons, etc.). By attracting them you naturally attract their predator

Supervise children, especially outdoors between dusk and dawn. Educate them about cougars
and other wildlife they might encounter.

| Don't feed wildlife. Don't leave pet food outside. Both may attract cougars by attracting their
natural prey.
