If You Are Planning to Build in Copper Cove

1. Plans must be approved by the ACB prior to the start of construction.

2. The ACB requires that you submit two complete sets of drawings, including two copies of the plot plan and
two copies of plans for the septic system, (if applicable). All plan copies requiring a permit are to have the
County stamp of approval when submitted to the ACB. Plans must include total square footage.

3. One set of ACB- approved plans will be made available to you.

4. As soon as grading on the property has begun, notice of intent must be sent to the association office. This
should be a simple explanation of your intentions after grading is completed.
