Nearly two years ago, Castle & Cooke (owners of Saddle Creek Resort and the Copperopolis Town Square) s

Castle & Cooke submitted their request to the Architectural Control Board (ACB) in October, 2008; and prese
their proposal to the Association in November, 2008, at the monthly Board Meeting. Much discussion ensued
the presentation, including District Supervisor Russ Thomas who lobbied the Board to accept the proposal.

In the past 5 months, the Association has spent $6,347 to repair damage at Kiva due to vandalism and willfu
gard for property.

The most popular subject for vandals appears to

But, perhaps, the most inconsiderate act of vandalism is being levied against the property owners of the hou
cent to the Kiva gate. People are entering and leaving the Kiva by walking around the garage located next t
gat e, presumably because they have forgotten the
garage, people are leaving their trash in and around the path they have created, and recently have broken a
window. This is trespassing plain and simple, and needs to stop.
